How it All Began … The First Meeting  
This letter was mailed to prospective guests as an invitation to attend the very first meeting of the 
“society” in 1938.  Had you received this letter, would you have attended? 

April 6, 1938 

Gentlemen 

In this age of dictators and government control of everything, about the only privilege guaranteed 
by the Bill of Rights not in some way supervised and    directed, is the art of Barber Shop Quartet 
singing. Without doubt we still have the right of "peaceable assembly" which I am advised by 
competent legal authority includes quartet singing. The writers of this letter have for a long time 
thought that something should be done to encourage the enjoyment of this last remaining source of 
human liberty. Therefore, we have decided to hold a songfest on the Roof Garden of the Tulsa 
Club on Monday, April 11, at 6:30 p. m. 

A Dutch lunch will be served. 

After several months of research and investigation, we are convinced that your record warrants our 
tendering you the honor of joining this group. We sincerely trust you will not fail us. 

As evidence of the work that your Committee has done in this connection, we  enclose a compila-
tion of most of the good old fashioned Barber Shop Quartet songs which we trust you will look 
over and familiarize yourself with. Bring this list with you. It is our purpose to start right in at the 
first, sing every song, in numerical order, plow right down the middle, and let the chips fall where 
they will. What could be sweeter than ten or twelve perfectly synchronized male voices singing 
"Dear Old Girl!" Just thinking about it brought back to your Committee fond memories of a 
moonlight night, a hay ride and the soft young blonde visitor from Kansas City we dated on that 
occasion years ago. 

Do not forget the date, and make every effort to be present, telephone us if convenient. We will 
have a private room and so will not be embarrassed by the curiosity of the vulgar public. You may 
bring a fellow singer if you desire.

Educator outreach introduces 
barbershop to music teachers at all grade levels.

Public Performances      Performances enhance community cultural life, preserve the art 
form, and bring cheer to all. Quartets and choruses contribute more than 100,000 man-
hours per year singing for more than half a million people at churches, schools, hospitals, 
senior centers, etc. 

Barbershop Harmony Defined     Four-part, unaccompanied, close-harmony singing, with 
melody in the second voice, called the “lead.” Tenor (counter-tenor voice) harmonizes 
above the lead singer; bass sings the lowest harmonizing notes, and the baritone provides 
in-between notes, to form consonant, pleasing chords. Barbershop is a “melting pot” prod-
uct of African-American musical devices, European hymn-singing culture, and an American 
tradition of recreational music. Melodies are in the vocal and skill range of the average 
singer, with   lyrical emphasis on simple, heartfelt emotions.

20 more reasons to sing in a quartet 
BY Grant Carson—From the Society Web Site 

1. It's fun.    
2. You have total responsibility for your part, not the responsibility for the other guys in 
the chorus section.    
3. You can really ring chords! Yes, choruses can produce overtones, but not the lock 
and ring of a quartet.    
4. You don't have to go through a board of directors or a music committee to decide 
what you're going to sing.    
5. You don't have to go through a board of directors or a music committee to decide for 
whom you're going to sing.    
6. You don't have to go through a board of directors or a music committee for any other 
darn thing, like moves and such.    
7. Yet, if you get good, the chapter will ask you to sing on the show.    
8. If you're good enough to sing on the show, your family and friends will be more 
adoring than if you simply sang in the chorus.

Woodshedding Defined 
Woodshedding is how our Society began: three individual voices (Tenor, Bari & Bass) harmoniz-
ing to a Lead's melody without reference to any written arrangement. An intensely pleasurable 
experience for the four singers involved, woodshedding is meant for their ears only rather than for 
general audiences'. Of course, anyone wishing to become more adept at the art of woodshedding is 
welcome to listen. 

As the idea of woodshedding is to ring chords rather than "sing songs," the best "woodshed" melo-
dies strongly imply many Barbershop-7th chords and are readily harmonized by those with a fair 
sense of our style's chord progressions and the production of overtones. There are so many existing 
and undiscovered "woodsheddable" melodies that we will always have a great variety of material 
to enjoy! Also, woodshedders are free to pitch songs where the singing is comfortable. 

Woodshedding ISN'T done by more than four singers at a time, except during a group-learning 
process or when a novice needs to hear Barbershop chords; woodshedding ISN'T "faking" a fourth 
part along with three singers who are replicating an existing written Barbershop arrangement; and 
woodshedding ISN'T singing Polecat songs, tags, or other music that is highly stylized.  Article
